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Update for the £100K  
Sub-committee 

Last June the CHCA (and its £100K sub-committee) was tasked with ex-
ploring the two lead options in the 2010 questionnaire, namely a small 
community extension to the school and a Multi-Use Games Area (MUGA) 
on the field. 

The extension was the lead option and much work was done by the CHCA 
Sub-committee  and Council preparing Architects drawings and obtaining 
costings. However in October it was decided between the School, LEA 
and Council that the extension was no longer a feasible option as the 
space around the School was to be preserved for future use by the 
School. 

As the extension option dropped out, we also reconsidered option 3 in 
the questionnaire, namely a community centre on the field. Once again 
the conclusion here was that this would be vastly more expensive than we 
could afford, even with Grant funding. 

The second option was a MUGA on the field. In case you haven’t seen one 
of these I attach a photo of the MUGA in Tonnau Primary School. It is a 
large fenced off play area with goals and nets and marked out with foot-
ball, netball, hockey and cricket markings. It will also be low maintenance 
and floodlit, 
potentially paid 
for by a small 
charge for use, 
possibly by a 
meter.
